Thanksgiving Ingathering is 3 months away, but it’s 
not too early to start collecting supplies for relief kits.  
These kits make a huge impact on the lives of the re-
cipients.  The supplies that we buy for a kit with our 
own hands and resources will provide some relief to 
people in the United States and around the world who 
suffer from poverty, war and natural disasters. 

 
Specific information is given for the kits that have 
been traditionally sent by Hope UMC.  Carry this page 
with you when you go shopping.  This time of year is a 
good time to shop for supplies for school kits especial-
ly.  Remember: 

 ° Only pack items requested for each kit. 

 ° All items must be new and unwashed. 

° Include $2/kit for shipping  
(give to Melissa in the office). 

 

In addition to UMCOR, we also send kits to the Iowa 

Nigeria Partnership.  For 25 years, the Iowa United 

Methodists have covenanted with the Nigeria Unit-

ed Methodist Church.  The primary focus is to assist 

the Nigerian church with their educational pursuits 

that include job training for adult women.  Knitting 

kits have been sent in the past but we have included 

another kit idea. 

LIT KIT – (Value $11 + $2 shipping) 

These kits provide supplies for adults taking 
literacy classes. 

¶ 1 spiral notebook, wide rules, 70 sheets 

¶ 1 package 3” x 5” white index cards 

¶ 2 pencils #2 with eraser 

¶ 1 hand pencil sharpener 

¶ 1 Dry Erase board (approx.. 8”x11”) 

¶ 1 package Dry Erase markers (8) 

KNITTING KIT – (Value $15 + $2 shipping) 

¶ 1 pair 10 inch needles, size 8 

¶ 2  7-oz skeins of yarn (acrylic, same dye lot 
of a  worsted solid color 

¶ 1 crochet hook, size E 

¶ 2 yarn needles, size 16 

¶ 1 pair small scissors, size 4 or 5     

¶ Place needles in skein of yarn and place in 
zip lock bag. 



SEWING KIT – (Value $18 plus $2 shipping) 

Sewing kits foster independence rather than de-
pendence. Cottage industries often grow out of 
sewing classes where these kits are used to prac-
tice skills. 

¶ 3 yards cotton or cotton-blend fabric (one 
piece)  

¶ 1 new spool matching thread (medium to 
large size)  

¶ 5-8 matching flat buttons on card or fas-
tened together 

¶ 1 sewing scissors 

¶ 1 package hand sewing needles 

Wrap sewing notions in fabric. Seal in zip lock bag. 

SCHOOL KIT – (Value: $11.00 + $2 shipping)  Be-

cause of regulations of some governments where 
supplies will be sent, UMCOR cannot use items

¶ 3 Notebooks, approx. 8 1/2 x 11 wide ruled 
(210 to 250 sheets total) spiral or bound 

¶ 1 pair blunt scissors --rounded tip only, no 
plastic scissors, please 

¶ 1 hand-held pencil sharpener 

¶ 1 30-centimeter ruler  

¶ 6 unsharpened pencils, no military or cam-
ouflage symbols, please  

¶ 1 2-inch or larger size eraser 

¶ 1 24-count box of crayons, use permanent 
marker to cover US flag 

¶ 1 14"x16" cloth bag—Bags will be available 
at church 

Place all loose items on top of paper. Turn items 
sideways and slide into the cloth bag. Fold over the 
top of the bag so loose items don’t fall out 

LAYETTE KIT -- (Value $45 plus $2 shipping) 

 

¶ 6 cloth diapers  

¶ 2 gowns or sleepers  

¶ 2 receiving blankets (30” x 30” or 32” x 32”) 

¶ 2 shirts or 2 one-piece body suits (Onesies)   

¶ 2 baby washcloths (no adult size) 

¶ 2 diaper pins and 1 baby sweater – These are 
available at church 

Bundle items inside one of the blankets and secure 
with diaper pins 

HEALTH KIT – (Value: $12.00 + $1 for toothpaste 
and $2 shipping) 

¶ 1 hand towel – 15 x 25 inches to 17 x 27”;  

¶ kitchen, cleaning and microfiber towels are 
not acceptable 

¶ 1 washcloth 

¶ 1 comb – needs to be sturdy and longer than 
6” 

¶ 1 metal nail file or nail clippers – no emery 
boards, please 

¶ 1 bath-size soap – no Ivory or Jergens soap 
due to moisture content 

¶ Do NOT remove from original packaging 

¶ 1 toothbrush – adult size only.  Do not re-
move packaging 

¶ 6 adhesive bandages – ¾ inch to 1 inch size 

Lay out the hand towel flat on a table.  Lay the 
washcloth flat in the center of the hand  towel.  
Place all remaining items on top of the washcloth.  
Fold over the sides of the hand towel to cover all of 
the items.  Fold over one end of the hand towel so 
that it covers all of the items.  Grasp the bundle of 
items tightly and roll over the remainder of the 
hand towel tightly.  Place the tightly rolled bundle 
in the plastic bag. 
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
